❖ Barzanji was composed by Shaykh Ja'far Al-Barzanji, a 

Sufi, born in the city of Medina Al-Munawarah 1126 and 

died in 1177 in Medina, buried in Al-Jannatul Baqi.

❖ Barzanji's emergence began with a contest for writing 

history and praising the Prophet Muhammad in the most 

beautiful language. The winner is Shaykh Ja'far Al-

Barzanji.

❖ Barzanji literature  is an ‘Energy’ or inner strength that 

emits the ‘light’ of the Prophet Muhammad’s Nur for the 

audiens and readers of his text.

❑ Barzanji was popular in the 1920s, when Shaykh Mahmud Al-Barzanji 

led a Kurdish National uprising against the British who controlled 

Iraq.

❑ Barzanji aims: to strengthen the love for the Prophet Muhammad so 

that his intercession continues to flow to his readers and lovers;  

strengthen and stimulate the fighting spirit of mankind

❑ Barzanji literature was created in the 18th century and has flourished 

for around 300 years to the present day. Its contents include the 

story of the birth of the Prophet Muhammad, childhood, youth, 

adulthood to his mission as an Apostle. In addition, tells about 

morals, Hijrah, times of war, struggles and various events that have 

always been used as role models for mankind throughout the 

universe. 



Conclusion

➢ The method is, every pilgrimage season, Dzulhijah 579 H/1183 M, Ruler 
of the Haramain (the two holy lands of Mecca and Medina), Sultan 
Salahudin gets the approval of the Baghdad caliph An-Nashir to instruct 
all pilgrims to popularize Barzanji to all people upon returning to their 
respective homelands . Salahudin's initiative was successful. The 
Prophet's Birthday Commemoration was first held in 1184 H/580 M.

➢ During the crusade, with the power of Nur Muhammad's 'Energy' in 

the Barzanji text which was read, chanted, blazing, Salahudin 

managed to unite his forces so that Jerusalem was recaptured from 

the Europeans in 583 H/1187 AD, and the Aqsa Mosque returned to 

being a mosque until today.
